At December’s council meeting it was
confirmed that, as of the end of
November, there is a shortfall of about
$45,000 between giving and the actual
expenses of making ministry happen
here at First Lutheran. Although this is
significantly less than the gap we had
last year at this time, it is still a concern
as we approach the end of the year.

Please know that the pastors and staff
have worked very hard to be good
stewards by keeping actual ministry
expenses 9% under budget. So, since
the 2009 budget was 10% lower than
the 2008 budget, our actual ministry
expenses in 2009 have been 19% lower
than the budget we had for 2008! Yet,
despite our frugality, we are still facing
the reality of a significant shortfall.

We truly appreciate the effort some of
you have made in response to our
request in August to give $10.00 more
per week to help close the gap between
ministry expenses and giving, which at
the end of June was just over $40,000.
Since then, giving has been sufficient to
contain the growth of the gap, for which
we are very thankful. However, the gap
is still there, and we are trusting that a
significant number of you will be able
to give a generous year-end gift to
reduce (or even erase) the current
shortfall. And, as we move forward
into 2010, please remember that if
every one of us gives $5.00 - $10.00
more each week, there won’t be any
gap to be concerned about at the end of
next year! Your pastors have already
increased their pledges for next year,
and invite you to do the same. Thank
you.
