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Dear Friends in Christ,

Rituals can be such an important part of daily life. They help us to order our days.
According to my dictionary, a ritual is “any method of doing something in which the
details are always faithfully repeated.” Most of us have our morning rituals, routines that
include things like taking a shower, eating breakfast, making our bed, brushing our teeth,
combing our hair, etc. If we oversleep some morning and have to skip a step or two of our
morning ritual to get out the door on time, we may feel out of sorts all day long.

Even our dog Sophie likes ritual in her life. When she wakes up in the morning, the first
thing she wants to do is go outside. Once she comes in, she runs over to the kitchen
cupboard and looks up. She knows exactly where we keep our treats and she expects one.
Every day. Without fail. When we have eaten our evening meal and | am doing the
dishes, she stays close by, watching my every move. She has come to expect that when |
am done clanging the pots and pans, she and | will go on our evening walk. If I am longer
than usual in the kitchen or if | stop to put a load of laundry in the washing machine first,
she starts whimpering, reminding me that it is “our time” and | better pay attention to it.

So rituals are important ... for people and for pets. And perhaps most importantly, rituals
are important for our children. | remember when | first became a parent. One of my co-
workers encouraged me to be faithful in establishing a bedtime ritual for my daughter.
She talked of the importance of a set bedtime each night (something | failed at miserably),
and then taking the time to quiet her down by reading bedtime stories, tucking her in bed,
saying prayers, and then kissing her goodnight. My friend told me my daughter would
look forward to this nightly ritual and take great comfort in it. And she did.

I have thought a lot about rituals in these last days of summer. I’ve heard more than one
parent say, “I’m glad school has started. It is good to be back in a routine.” 1 feel the
same way. As much as | enjoy summer and a more relaxed schedule, | too am ready for a
more set routine in my life.

If you haven’t already established some spiritual rituals with your children, | want to
encourage you to do that this fall ... rituals that will mean something to your children, not
only today, but as they grow older. Do you pray at meals with your children? Do you
pray with them at bedtime? If not, why don’t you begin now? Do you set aside time with
your children at night to read with them or to them? If not, why not begin doing that? The
church has provided your children with Bibles at various points in their lives. Have you
read them? Have your children read them? It not, why not begin now?

The third commandment in scripture reminds us, “Remember the Sabbath day to keep it
holy.” Children will learn to keep the Sabbath holy if their parents lead by example.
Children will learn the importance of setting aside a day to worship and rest if their parents
teach them. Children will have the opportunity to grow in their faith if their parents take
them to Sunday School and teach them the stories of the Bible, stories of real people, just
like you and me. They will be blessed by the rituals of faith formation if we lead by
example.

It is never too late to begin some rituals in your family life. I’m sure you will discover, as
I have, that they bring comfort, joy, and a deepening of faith for children and for us all.

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Did You Know ...

This month there is no column that asks
the question, “Did You Know”.

Instead | have some information that |
wish to include in our archives.  Today
in our worship room, doors lead to the
right and left hand sides up in the front.
Back in our second church, built in
1889, this was the area where two Bible
verses were presented to the
congregation, one over each door.

On the left wall facing the congregation
was a small section of First Corinthians,
Chapter 1, Verse 23: “We preach to

them (Christians) the cross-bound
Christ.”  On the right hand wall we
read, “In no other is our Salvation”,

Acts, Chapter 4, Verse 12.

Churches continue to change, don’t
they? Our own Augustana Synod started
in 1860 with just a handful of small
communities like Andover, Illinois. In
Sweden, in the same year, it was
announced that members of the Lutheran
Church could now freely renounce their
membership with the State Church of
Sweden without recriminations.

On January 1, 2000, the Evangelical
Lutheran Church of Sweden brought to a
close its historic relationship with what
had been the State Church of Sweden,
which had been established ever since
the Reformation, over 400 years ago.

Famine Relief for Tanzania

Randy Stubbs brought to our attention that the famine in the Ketumbeine Parish area
of Tanzania is in its second year. Children are only able to get something to eat once
every two days, goats have stopped producing milk, and cattle are dying! We can
help!
